TREASURER’S REPORT
Jeff Figiel distributed copies of the Treasurer’s Report.  There is a balance of $649.28.  The report was filed as presented.

Albuquerque Goals Forum – Jeannette Fantl reported that attendees were broken into groups and each group was given a specific topic for discussion.  The group she was part of recommended that new builders be required to take projects to completion including surrounding landscape, and they be held responsible for 2 years to maintain those projects after completion.

· Community Outreach - Judie Pellegrino reported that the PTA clothing Bank is accepting donations of gently used apparel.  Don Couchman reported receipts for donations made by District 8 and neighborhood association had not been received. Judie Pellegrino asked that Don Couchman email her requesting Kim Kershon’s phone number.  

· North Domingo Baca Park - Judie Pellegrino reported that construction of the Multi-generational facility is moving right along.

NEIGHBORHOOD ROUNDTABLE
· North Wyoming – Marlene Tricoli noted that as she was on her morning walk she ran into a police officer doing crossing guard duty.  Jeannette Fantl noted that crossing guards are temporary employees therefore they are off for 90days. They were not scheduled to be back until August 26. Marlene asked for clarification as to whether or not there would be a swimming pool built at the Multigenerational Center. Judie Pellegrino said that there is no promise date that a swimming pool will be built but that still a plan for a pool is on the drawing table. 

· North Domingo Baca - Judie Pellegrino stated their 2nd Annual General Meeting will be held at the end of September. They will be hosting 2 speakers; “Rain Down the Drain” and Neighbor Mediation. There are neighbors who need to pull weeds, cut overhanging foliage and neighbors call and complain to the association. When the city notifies neighbors of the issues they have 30 days to be in compliance. 

·  Academy Estates East – Jeannette Fantl reported that their NA will hold their 2nd Annual General Meeting and voting directors would be determined. AEE is looking for a Crime Watch coordinator. There will be no speakers at this meeting just a meet and greet. The NA is trying to go green by sending out newsletters via email. 

· Nor Este – Joe Yardumian did not have anything to report. 

· Del Rey – Amy Whitling reported that some residents have moved out but that 7 residents are in financial distress because they owe more than their home is worth. These residents are trying to resolve the problem without destroying their credit ratings.  Letters were delivered to residents who have not signed the relocation agreement notifying them that they have until August 31 2010 to sign. If residents do not sign the relocation agreement they have until November 30, 2010 to move off Del Rey property. She also noted that rent had been raised to $812.00. She gave thanks to Councilors Winter and O’Malley for meeting with her in regards to the situation. 

· Academy Hills Park – Don Couchman reported that the new Roberts Rules of Order will be coming out. The NA will be holding their General Meeting next week and will be hosting Barbara Taylor who will be speaking about the Holiday Park Multigenerational Center. Since 2005/2006 the community has been advocating (under Craig Loy) to get the center remodeled. However, the structure will be torn down and reoriented. 

· Heritage East – Jeff Fiegel reported they will be attending the next Heritage East NA board meeting. Also, the neighborhood is fixing stucco walls, pulling weeds and wild trees. 

· Academy Acres North - Irene Minke reported that the neighborhood association donated $250.00 to the PTA Clothing Bank. Median landscaping will be going in on Wyoming. The city has scraped down the arroyo behind her backyard and she worries that heavy rains might erode the embankments. 

· Quintessence - Jerry Wahe thanked Brad Winter for addressing the neighborhood’s concerns about the park grass and putting down new bark. 

· Heritage Hills – Peter Nicholls reported that their National Night Out was a success. An officer from APD visited their event. 

· Bear Canyon West - Bambi Folk reported that the City is working on the medians on Academy. Trish Hoffman, APD, will be hosting the “Women Against Crime” classes beginning October for 8 weeks. The class will be held every Monday night.  She also noted that  COPA, BCSA, USAA, APOAD, APD will be hosting the 2nd Annual Public Appreciation September 11, 2010 at the Police Academy. Bambi stated that she would be receiving training from the Attorney General’s office on issues concerning meth use, abuse,..etc. 

· Quail Springs – Betty Fisher reported that they held an ice cream social at their National Night Out event. Brad Winter, 5 firefighters, 2 fire trucks, and a representative from Martin Heinrich’s office were present. Their next annual meeting will be held in October. Alameda at I-25 will be paved in the next couple of years. Also, Alternate Mediation gave a good presentation. 

· Albuquerque Meadows – Lynne Totoro reported that the home across the street from her’s had been burglarized. The community can not figure out how people are getting into the Meadows. 

· Palomas Park – Dave Marsh reported they had a good turn out for National Night Out. They will be hosting their last Sunday Social of the summer this month. 

· Academy North – Bambi Folk reported for Linda DuMoulin.  Steffi Alves passed away. Steffi was the matriarch for the neighborhood association and was president of their NA for many years!
· WLCNA – Mike Gonzales wanted to know the outcome of Jeannette Fantl’s excessive noise in the neighborhood issue, reported last month and an update on Amy Whitling’s situation.  Erica Vasquez reported that WLCNA held their 1st National Night Out.
