· Hospitality - Chair Irene Minke reported that a Thank You card was sent to Mayor 
Berry for attending the Coalition meeting in November.

It was suggested that a Thank You note be sent to Jorja 
Brasher for the tour of  North Domingo Baca Multigenerational Center and one 
for Enterprise Builders who hosted the tour.

· Community Outreach – Chair Judie Pellegrino reported that the BCCPTA Stuff 
the Bus was a success. At noon the bus was half full and Hinkle gave free rounds of miniature gulf passes to those who donated.

APS PTA took a trip to Mora to teach them how to start their own clothing bank. 

· North Domingo Baca Park – Chair Judie Pellegrino reported that the opening is behind schedule. The center will be open to the public late April early May. 

· Bylaws Committee - The committee needs to notify coalition of changes to bylaws at one meeting before votes can be cast. Thus at the February meeting a vote will be held to determine if coalition accepts changes to bylaws. Copies of changes made to the bylaws were distributed to members via email and copies of changes were provided at the meeting.

DuMoulin nominated Bambi Folk for President. She noted that Bambi had been part of the Coalition for 15 years, served as Secretary for 7 years, helped fight the AT& T Towers, represented District 4 at Ad Hoc committee’s, and is a certified Meth Officer. 


A ballot vote was taken with votes counted by Joyce Pullen and Veronica Martinez. 

Peter Nicholls received 12 votes and Bambi Folk 4. 

NEIGHBORHOOD ROUNDTABLE

· Academy Acres North – Irene Minke reported there are 1800 homes in neighborhood with 150 members. It has been difficult for the Neighborhood Association to attract volunteers. Thanked the city for the new playground equipment. 

· Academy North – Linda DuMoulin reported 120 make up her neighborhood. Many of the neighbors have participated in the neighborhood association such as, Steffi Alvez who served as President for 20 years, and therefore she is the newest participant in the NA. She did recruit Don Viets to be Vice President of the NA and Alt at District 4 Coalition. 
· Heritage Hills – Peter Nicholls reported that Judge Walton from Metro Court was a speaker at their neighborhood association meeting.  He also said members expressed distress regarding the proposed Lead/Coal renovation because they thought addressing the I-25/Paseo interchange was a more pressing issue.

· Quail Springs – Betty Fisher reported their neighborhood association held their annual meeting October 12, 2010.  Councilor Brad Winter spoke on the North Domingo Baca Multigenerational Center and Rex Greene, Albuquerque Police Department, spoke about safety issues.  The neighborhood membership drive was successful.

· Academy Park – Garth Germack indicated there had been several vehicles stolen in the neighborhood.  Yard decorations have also been stolen recently.  He commented that the tar based asphalt (slurry) used to repair roads was not effective.  He reported that a house in the neighborhood has been difficult to sell because it was a former meth house.

· North Domingo Baca –Judie Pellegrino reported that they have had a quiet winter and their general meeting will be held in March. 
· Heritage East – Jeff Figiel reported the neighborhood association has held their membership meeting.  They have a new board member.  Also, their membership has increased.  Service crews have removed weeds.  The neighborhood security patrol is continues to be active.  

· Academy Hills Park – Don Couchman indicated that the renovation of  Holiday Park is proceeding and is well funded for the 1st Phase. Elections were held and everything remained the same. 

Nor Este – Joe Yardumian reported there had been two break-ins in their neighborhood within the past two weeks.


Quintessence – Wim Kramer reported their neighborhood association will have a cookout in the park for Halloween.  The association has conducted its membership drive.


North Wyoming – Marlene Tricoli indicated that they continue to have problems with large trucks being driven home and parked in their neighborhood.


West La Cueva – Mike Gonzales reported that their neighborhood is hosting a contest for the best dressed dog.  He indicated that West La Cueva won a hundred dollars for National Night Out.

Bambi Folk announced that as of November 1st she will be a meth trainer through the Attorney General’s Office.
