MEETING CALLED TO ORDER
After verifying a quorum was present, Treasurer Jeff Figiel, called the meeting to order at 

7:00 pm.
AGENDA
The agenda was approved as amended.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

CITY COUNCILOR’S REPORT

· There will be an upcoming environmental health meeting to address a pigeon nuisance abatement issue.   Councilor Winter may propose an ordinance dealing with the issue.  Don Couchman moved that the Coalition support the effort.  Discussion included a request for Councilor Winter to speak on this at next month’s meeting.  Motion passed unanimously to support Councilor Winter on the nuisance abatement issue.
· A meeting regarding the widening of Wyoming will be held Thursday, October 21st, at the Church of the Risen Savior.  The widening of Wyoming is scheduled for April 2011.
· A handout from County Commissioner Wiener was distributed.  According to information in the handout, the next Bernalillo County District 4 Coalition meeting will be held Wednesday, November 3, 2010.

· Information was provided regarding a free Legal Fair to be held Thursday, October 28, 2010 at the Albuquerque Convention Center.  Consultations with attorneys and civil legal service providers will be available.

· Community Outreach – Chair Judie Pellegrino was absent. 

· North Domingo Baca Park – Chair Judie Pellegrino was absent.  Diana Trujeque reported that the center is scheduled to open in February 2011.  Councilor Winter will have office space in the new center.

NEW BUSINESS

· Don Couchman reported that per a telephone conversation with Barbara Taylor, the construction start date for landscaping the remaining Academy medians will be November 1, 2010.
· Mr. Couchman moved that the Coalition nominating committee for 2011 officers be comprised of Don Couchman, Judy Pellegrino, and Jeannette Fantl.  Motion passed unanimously.
NEIGHBORHOOD ROUNDTABLE
· Bear Canyon West – Bambi Folk had nothing to report. 

· Academy Acres North – Irene Minke reported there has been neighborhood vandalism and graffiti.  Also there was a purse snatching incident at Wyoming and Academy on October 19th.
· Academy North – Linda DuMoulin indicated that there have been neighborhood problems on Halloween.  She recommended that residents park their cars in their garages to minimize chances of vandalism.
· Heritage Hills – Peter Nicholls reported that Judge Walton from Metro Court was a speaker at their neighborhood association meeting.  He also said members expressed distress regarding the proposed Lead/Coal renovation because they thought addressing the I-25/Paseo interchange was a more pressing issue.
· Quail Springs – Betty Fisher reported their neighborhood association held their annual meeting October 12, 2010.  Councilor Brad Winter spoke on the North Domingo Baca Multigenerational Center and Rex Greene, Albuquerque Police Department, spoke about safety issues.  The neighborhood membership drive was successful.
· Academy Park – Garth Germack indicated there had been several vehicles stolen in the neighborhood.  Yard decorations have also been stolen recently.  He commented that the tar based asphalt (slurry) used to repair roads was not effective.  He reported that a house in the neighborhood has been difficult to sell because it was a former meth house.
· North Domingo Baca – Hank Howerton reported the neighborhood association held their semi-annual meeting in September with only board members attending.  Speakers were Councilor Brad Winter and Bernadette Chavez from APD.

· Heritage East – Jeff Figiel reported the neighborhood association has held their membership meeting.  They have a new board member.  Also, their membership has increased.  Service crews have removed weeds.  The neighborhood security patrol is continues to be active.  

· Academy Hills Park – Don Couchman indicated no new shell casings have been found in the neighborhood.  The next association meeting will be held on Thursday, October 28th.  The speaker will be Independent Review Officer William W. Deaton. 
· Nor Este – Joe Yardumian reported there had been two break-ins in their neighborhood within the past two weeks.
· Quintessence – Wim Kramer reported their neighborhood association will have a cookout in the park for Halloween.  The association has conducted its membership drive.
· North Wyoming – Marlene Tricoli indicated that they continue to have problems with large trucks being driven home and parked in their neighborhood.

· West La Cueva – Mike Gonzales reported that their neighborhood is hosting a contest for the best dressed dog.  He indicated that West La Cueva won a hundred dollars for National Night Out.

Bambi Folk announced that as of November 1st she will be a meth trainer through the Attorney General’s Office.
